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FROM OUR INTERIM RECTOR 
 

In our June newsletter I spoke about the United Nations Millenium Development Goals.  You are probably 
aware that the Episcopal Church has its own agency which is striving to do all it can to help reach these goals: 
Episcopal Relief & Development, formerly known as The Presiding Bishop’s Fund for World Relief.  The 
agency’s name tags the two major areas in which they are involved, as described by ERD itself: Episcopal Relief 
& Development is the international relief and development agency of the Episcopal Church of the United States.  
As an independent 501(c)(3) organization, Episcopal Relief & Development takes its mandate from Jesus’ words 
found in Matthew 25 [“Truly I tell you, just as you did it to one of the least of these who are members of my 
family, you did it to me.”  (25:40, NRSV)].  Its programs work toward achieving the Millenium Development 
Goals.  Together with the worldwide Anglican Church and ecumenical partners, Episcopal Relief & 
Development strengthens communities today to meet tomorrow’s challenges.  We rebuild after disasters (in the 
U. S. and around the world), and we empower people by offering lasting solutions that fight poverty, hunger, 
and disease, including HIV/AIDS and malaria. 
 

The Episcopal Relief & Development (ERD) Coordinator for the Diocese of Bethlehem is Jack Moulton, whose 
wife Elizabeth is a retired priest.  Jack regularly forwards to all DioBeth parishes any special appeals by ERD to 
respond to natural disasters.  Here’s the latest, dated June 8: 
 

“On May 25th a severe cyclone hit the coastal area of West Bengal in India with devastating effects.  The storm 
destroyed thousands of homes, impacting millions of people who lost all of their crops, livestock, and 
possessions.  The small agricultural villages of Tajpur and Chandipur were completely destroyed and more than 
600 families are now stranded.  The majority of people impacted are currently seeking temporary shelter at a 
local school building.  Both villages had previously survived primarily on subsistence farming.  With the loss of 
their farm lands and crops, the displaced families are in urgent need of food and supplies. 
 

“Episcopal Relief & Development is partnering with the (Anglican) Diocese of Durgapur to support relief efforts.  
Emergency funds will provide dry rations (rice, wheat, salt), cooking utensils, 62,500 water pouches, and 
materials for temporary shelter.  ‘Many lives have been uprooted by the cyclone and recovery will be difficult,’ 
said Nagulan Nesiah, Program Associate in Asia for ERD.  ‘We will remain in touch with our partners in the 
Diocese of Durgapur as they help the people of Tajpur and Chandipur begin to rebuild.’ 
 

“To support people who have been displaced by this disaster, please make a contribution to Episcopal Relief &

treasure is, there your heart will be also.”  (Sermon on the Mount, Matthew 6:21, NRSV).

FROM THE DEACON 
 

Proclaim liberty throughout all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof.  Leviticus 25:10 
 

This quotation is familiar to many for it was inscribed on a certain bell in Philadelphia—a bell widely remembered as 
the Liberty Bell.  Originally made in 1751 to celebrate 50 years of the constitution of the colony of Pennsylvania, the 
bell's inscription took on new meaning in the 1760's and 70's as the colonies gradually moved toward political 
independence from England.  The inscription was given new life in 1837 when the bell was adopted as a symbol by the 
abolitionist movement and first named the Liberty Bell.  This association was appropriate for the verse from Leviticus is 
part of a section on the jubilee year when slaves were freed and debts forgiven.  After the Civil War the bell traveled 
around the country “proclaiming liberty” from the ravages of war.  In 1920 a replica of the famous bell was rung to 
celebrate the constitutional amendment granting women the right to vote. 
 

And that event points  to the bell's contradiction.  Despite its inscription, the bell has actually been silent for most of its 
life.  The original bell cracked the first time it was rung and it was quickly melted down and remolded.  The new bell in 
time also cracked and that crack progressed until the bell tolled its last in 1846.  “Proclaiming liberty” was hazardous to 
its health and it has been silent ever since. 
 

Jesus began his ministry by repeating the words of Isaiah.  He said that the Spirit of the Lord was upon him and that he 
was proclaiming the year of the Lord.  We and all the followers of Jesus have been charged with continuing that 
proclamation.  We have Good News to pass along for all to hear—good news of God's love, God's mercy and God's 
presence with us.  Jesus' death and resurrection give liberty from the fear of death,  liberty from the power of sin and 
liberty from final judgment.  But, when it comes to proclaiming the Good News, most of us make as much noise as the 
Liberty Bell.  We can use our voices and all the modern tools of communication to talk for hours at a time without once 
mentioning how our faith in Christ affects our lives.  It is as if we are as fragile as that cracked Liberty Bell and the 
words go unspoken. 
 

A major study of how Christians spread or (more often) don't spread the Good News was recently published with the 
title Unbinding the Gospel.  It was distributed to churches in our diocese to assist members in improving their 
proclamation of the Good News.   I will be leading a small group which will be reading and discussing the book.  I invite 
anyone who is interested to contact me.  Try not to be too surprised if I invite you in person to be part of that small 
group. 
 

On another subject, I want to put in a good word for the Bishop's Day with Kids on August 15th.  My children have 
participated in several of the Bishop's Day events and have always had a great time.  The event staff have been terrific 
and we are fortunate that this year's event will be held at the cathedral in Bethlehem.  If you have any questions, feel 
free to ask me (you might even get a review from Philip or Regina about their experiences with the Bishop).
